Community Reporting Tool allows people to make a
report without having to go through a formal process. When they complete the report, they can
choose whether they receive further contact from the Commission - if they want more information,
we can help them understand their rights under Victoria’s anti-discrimination laws and how they
can make a complaint using our free, fair and timely complaints service.

How reports are used

Knowing the types of racism and discrimination Victorians are experiencing in the community is
vital for the Commission’s work. We use de-identified information from reports to advocate for
stronger protections of peoples’ rights and to enhance our enquiry and complaint services so they
best meet the needs of Victorians.
